Course Description

strengths and directions. Production qualities and professional presentation of supporting documents (résumés, business cards, and promotional pieces) are also stressed

Course Outcomes: 
This course focuses on the creation of an initial portfolio and enables students to begin their career search. The student should come into this course with work for the portfolio; then along with the instructor, he/she will determine the quality of the work so enhancements can be made. The student will also complete a professional resumé and begin the job search.
